Judges Meeting 24.08.20009.

All too often wehear from our specialized judges that our belovieceed worldwide shows an evolution and this
unfortunately not always in a positive way.

We see an evolution in type and experience that characteristics that have been seen as faults and have a:
been penalized, are nowadays sometimes more tolerated or vice verddoreover, both qualities and faults
are often appreciated in differenways or lead to different qualifications.

As these judgings have an extremely important influence on the breed, we believe the IFR can and must o
forum where our specialized judges can meet and discuss such issues openly betweaseltles.

For this reason, on 24/08/2009 in Bork8urlo (day after the ADRK Klubshau and in its vinicity), the IF
organized an international seminar or meeting, open for judges that are recognized by our meloiieras
breed-specialists.

The meding took place in the clubhouse of the local AEBRK

Its purpose was not to teach, impose or critiquelts first purpose was to offer a forum for an open exchange o
experiences and views and as such fodigcussion between peers that may leaddeen more knowledge,
insight and especially more homogeinity.
